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Introduction
This hedge trimmer is intended to be used by
residential homeowners to maintain bushes and
hedges. It is designed to use only battery pack Models
88525 (provided with Model 51136) or 88526.

Read this information carefully to learn how to operate
and maintain your product properly and to avoid
injury and product damage. You are responsible for
operating the product properly and safely.

You may contact Toro directly at www.Toro.com for
product and accessory information, help finding a
dealer, complete warranty details, or to register your
product.

Model 51136T does not include a battery or a
charger.

Safety
WARNING: When using electric gardening appliances,
always follow the basic safety precautions to reduce
the risk of fire, electric shock, and personal injury,
including the following:

1. Work area safety

Power tools create sparks, which may ignite
the dust or fumes.

C. Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool.

2. Personal safety
A. Stay alert; watch what you are doing

B. Use personal protective equipment.

Keep your hair tied
back and your clothing and gloves away
from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewelry,
or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

G. If devices are provided for the
connection of dust extraction and
collection facilities, ensure that these
are connected and properly used.

3. Power tool use and care
A. Do not force the power tool. Use the

correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job
better and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

B. Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power tool
that cannot be controlled with the switch is
dangerous and must be repaired.

C. Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from
the power tool before making any
adjustments, changing accessories, or
storing power tools. Such preventive
safety measures reduce the risk of starting
the power tool accidentally.

D. Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

E. Maintain power tools. Check for
misalignment or binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power tools
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.

F. Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and are
easier to control.

G. Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to
be performed. Using the power tool for
operations different from those intended
could result in a hazardous situation.

4. Battery tool use and care
A. Charge only with the charger specified

by the manufacturer. A charger that is
suitable for 1 type of battery pack may
create a risk of fire when used with another
battery pack.

B. Use power tools only with specifically
designated battery packs. Using any
other battery packs may create a risk of
injury and fire.

C. When battery pack is not in use, keep it
away from other metal objects, such as
paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws,
or other small metal objects that can
make a connection from one terminal
to another. Shorting the battery terminals
together may cause burns or a fire.

D. Under abusive conditions, liquid may be
ejected from the battery; avoid contact.
If contact accidentally occurs, flush
with water. If liquid contacts eyes,
additionally seek medical help. Liquid
ejected from the battery may cause irritation
or burns.

E. Charging time increases if the battery
pack is not charged within the appropriate
temperature range; refer to Specifications
(page 8).

5. Service
Have your power tool serviced by a
qualified repair person using only identical
replacement parts. This will ensure that the
safety of the power tool is maintained.

Hedge Trimmer Safety Warnings
• Keep all parts of the body away from the cutter

blade. Do not remove cut material or hold
material to be cut when blades are moving.
Make sure that the switch is off when clearing
jammed material. The blades coast after you
turn them off. A moment of inattention while
operating the hedge trimmer may result in serious
personal injury.

• Carry the hedge trimmer by the handle with
the cutter blade stopped. Proper handling of the
hedge trimmer reduces possible personal injury
from the cutter blades.
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• Hold the power tool by insulated gripping
surfaces only, because the cutter blade may
contact hidden wiring or its own cord. Cutter
blades contacting a “live” wire may make exposed
metal parts of the power tool “live” and could give
you an electric shock.

• Know how to stop the product quickly in an
emergency.

• Do not expose the product to rain. Do not operate
the product on a wet hedge.

• Use the product only in daylight or good artificial
light.

• Check the hedge for foreign objects before
operation (e.g., wire fences). Take care that the
cutting device does not come into contact with wire
or other metal objects.

• Hold the hedge trimmer properly (e.g., with both
hands if 2 handles are provided). Loss of control
can cause personal injury.

Starting the Hedge Trimmer
1. Remove the protective cover from the cutter

blades (Figure 3).

4. Place 1 hand on the trigger handle. Place the
other hand on the auxiliary handle (Figure 4).

5. Press the lock switch and then squeeze
the trigger switch while engaging the
auxiliary-handle switch to turn on the hedge
trimmer (Figure 4).

The trimmer stays on as long as the
auxiliary-handle switch is engaged and the
trigger is squeezed. You may release the
lock switch once the hedge trimmer is running
(Figure 4).

Rotating theHedge Trimmer
Handle
1. Press and hold the rotational lock button (A of

Figure 5).
2. Rotate the handle 90° to the right or left

depending on desired cutting direction, then
release the rotational lock button to lock the
handle in the desired position (B of Figure 5).

Shutting Off the Hedge
Trimmer
To shut off the hedge trimmer, release the trigger or
auxiliary-handle switch, or both (Figure 4). Allow at
least 5 seconds for the cutting blade to stop moving.

Whenever you are not using the trimmer or are
transporting the trimmer to or from the work area,
remove the battery pack.
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Removing the Battery Pack
Press the battery latch on the tool to release the
battery pack and slide the battery pack out of the tool
(Figure 6).

Charging the Battery Pack
Important: Read all safety precautions.

Important: Charge the battery pack only in
temperatures that are within the appropriate
range; refer to Specifications (page 8).

Note: At any time, press the battery-charge-indicator
button on the battery pack to display the current
charge (LED indicators).
1. Plug the power cord that matches your power

outlets into the battery charger.
2. Make sure that the vents on the battery are clear

of any dust and debris.
3. Line up the cavity in the battery pack (Figure 7)

with the tongue on the charger.

Operating Tips
• Use the power tool for cutting in either direction in

a slow, sweeping action from side to side.
• Stand so that you are stable and balanced on both

feet. Do not overreach.
• Inspect and clear the area of any hidden objects.
• Never use the hedge trimmer near power lines,

fencing, posts, buildings, or other immovable
objects.

• Never use a blade after hitting a hard object
without first inspecting it for damage. Do not use if
it is damaged.

• Never touch blades or service unit with the power
supply connected.

• Do not force the hedge trimmer through heavy
shrubbery. This can cause the blades to bind and
slow down. If the blades slow down, reduce the
pace.

• Do not attempt to cut stems or twigs that are larger
than 18 mm (0.71 inch) in diameter, or those
obviously too large to feed into the cutting blade.
Use a non-powered hand saw or pruning saw to
trim large stems.

• If blades do become jammed, stop the motor and
remove the battery before attempting to remove
the obstruction. CAUTION: The blades may
move slightly due to residual tension.

• If desired, you can use a string to help cut your
hedge level. Decide how high you want the hedge.
Stretch a piece of string along the hedge at the
desired height. Trim the hedge just above the
guide line of string.

• Wear gloves when trimming thorny or prickly
growth. When trimming new growth, use a wide
sweeping action so that the stems are fed directly
into the cutting blade.
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Maintenance
Disconnect the product from the power supply (i.e.
remove the plug from the power supply or the battery
pack) before maintenance or cleaning work.

Use only the manufacturer’s recommended
replacement parts and accessories.

Inspect and maintain the product regularly. Have the
product repaired only by your Authorized Service
Dealer.

Oiling the Trimmer Blade
Note: Oil the trimmer blade before and after each
use.
1. Stop the motor and remove the battery.
2. Clean dirt and debris from the body of the

hedge trimmer, using a damp cloth with a mild
detergent.

Note: Do not use any strong detergents on
the plastic housing or the handle. They can be
damaged by certain aromatic oils, such as pine
and lemon, and by solvents such as kerosene.

3. Lay the hedge trimmer on a flat surface. Apply
light-weight machine oil along the edge of the
top blade. If you will be using the hedge trimmer
for an extended period of time, oil the blade
during use.

Note: Do not oil the hedge trimmer while it is
running.

Storage
Important: Store the tool, battery pack, and
charger only in temperatures that are within the
appropriate range; refer to Specifications (page 8).
Important: If you are storing the tool for a year
or longer, remove the battery pack from the tool
and charge the battery pack until 2 or 3 LED
indicators turn blue on the battery. Do not store a
fully charged or fully depleted battery. When you
are ready to use the tool again, charge the battery
pack until the left indicator light turns green on
the charger or all 4 LED indicators turn blue on
the battery.
• Clean all foreign material from the product.
• Store the tool, battery pack, and battery charger

in a well-ventilated place that is inaccessible to
children.

• Keep the tool, battery pack, and battery charger
away from corrosive agents such as garden
chemicals and de-icing salts.

• To reduce the risk of serious personal injury, do
not store the battery pack outside or in vehicles.

• Store the tool, battery pack, and battery charger
in an enclosed clean, dry area.

Preparing the Battery Pack
for Recycling
Important: Upon removal, cover the terminals of
the battery pack with heavy-duty adhesive tape.
Do not attempt to destroy or disassemble the
battery pack or remove any of its components.
Lithium-ion battery packs must be recycled
or disposed of properly at the nearest battery
recycling facility.

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Troubleshooting
Perform only the steps described in these instructions. All further inspection, maintenance, and repair work
must be performed by an authorized service center or a similarly qualified specialist if you cannot solve the
problem yourself.
