Charging the Battery

Your trimmer requires chging before use. The procedure
for chaging your trimmer will varydepending on the
model you purchased. Refer to the appropriate section
below.

Model 51595

This trimmer has a built—in chger that can be connected
to a wall outlet via a removable cord and transforiter
takes approximately 8 hours to fully charthis trimmer
When not in use, this trimmer will lose about 1% of its
chage per dayTherefore, chage it just prior to using the
trimmer.

IMPORTANT : Do not leave the charger plugged into a
power outlet for more than 24 hours. If the charger is
plugged in longer than 24 hours, battery damage
WILL occur .

1. Place the trimmer indoors (such as a garage or other
dry place), on a high shelf, near an outlet, but out of
reach of children.

It takes
approximately 8 hours to fully chge this trimmerWhen
not in use, this trimmer will lose about 3 to 10% of its
chage per dayTherefore, chage it just prior to using the
trimmer.

IMPORTANT : Do not leave the charger plugged in to a
power outlet for more than 24 hours. If the charger is
plugged in longer than 24 hours, battery damage

1. Insert the trimmer into the chger so that the hooks on
the chager slide into the slots on the bottom of the
trimmer (Fig. 9).

Note: If the light is not lit, ensure that the trimmer is fully
seated into the chger and that the power cord is
completely inserted into the power outlet.

Charging Tips

» To obtain maximum battery life, chge the trimmer
for no more than 16 hourBo not leave the charger
plugged in to a power outlet for moe than 24
hours. If the charger is plugged in longer than 24
hours, battery damage WILL occur.

» Do not chage the trimmer in a wet or damp location.

* Do not chage the trimmer at temperatures undet40
(5°C) or above 105~ (41°C). Temperatures outside
this range can damage the batt&gr best results,
chage the battery at around “F5(25°C).

« Chage the trimmer whenever it begins to slow down
and act sluggish. Do not completely discharge the
battery.

» During chaging the chager will be warm and make a
soft humming sound.

Preparing For Operation

level. Decide how high you want the hedge. Then,

stretch a piece of string along the hedge at this height.

Do not try to trim hedges which are above your normal
reach. You must hold the trimmer with both hands at
all times while operating.

Trim the side of a hedge so that it will be slightly
narrower at the top as shown in Figure 13. More of the
hedge will be exposed when shaped this way and its
growth will be more uniform.

Whentrimming new growth, use a wide, sweeping
action so that the stems are fed directly into the cutter
blade. Older growth will have thicker stems and will
be trimmed easiest by using a sawing movement.

Do not try to cut stems that aredar than 3/8 in. thick

or those obviously too lge to feed into the cutter

blade. Use a non-powered hand saw or pruning saw to
cut the lager stems.

Replacing the battery

Althoughthe battery is designed to have a long life, it will
be necessary to replace it when it no longer holds a
charge.

IMPORTANT : Do not set the battery on a metal
surface. The battery terminals may spark or overheat
if placed on a metal surface.

7. Recycle the old battery
