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Since this instruction sheet covers only a minimal amount of information necessary to maintain and oper-
ate your trimmer, we suggest that you keep this material with your Operator’s Manual so that both may be
referred to for instructions concerning safe operation and proper maintenance procedures.

A\ SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

BEFORE OPERATING

1. Operate the trimmer only after reading and
understanding the contents of this instruction
sheet and the operator’s manual that came with
the trimmer. A replacement manual is available by
sending compiete model and serial numbers to:
The Toroc Company, 8111 Lyndale Avenue South,
Minneapolis, Minnesota 55420.

2. Never allow children to operate trimmer. It is
not a toy. Never allow adults to operate unit with-
out first reading Operator’'s Manual.

3. Become familiar with the controls and know
how to stop the engine quickly.

4. Always wear safety goggles or safety glasses
while operating trimmer. The following articles of
apparel are strongly recommended and are re-
quired by some local safety and insurance regula-
tions:

Safety glasses/goggles - REQUIRED
Safety shoes

Long pants

A long-sieeved shirt

A helmet

Ear plugs

Dress properly—Never wear loose clothing or jew-
elry. They can be caught in moving parts.

5. When using a cutter blade on trimmer, a
houlder harn MUST worn.

6. Ear plugs MUST be worn when operating trim-
mer for prolonged periods of time (over 2-1/2
hours).

7. Keep the area of operation clear of all per-
sons, especially children and pets.

8. For proper control, balance and ease of oper-
ation, ALWAYS USE THE SHOULDER HARNESS. Do
not attempt to start engine while wearing harness
with trimmer attached. Disconnect trimmer from
harness before starting engine.

9. Never operate trimmer when you are fatigued.

10. Keep all shields, safety devices, and decals in
place. If a shield, safety device or decal is dam-
aged, repair or replace it before operating the
trimmer.

11. Gasoline is highly flammable; handle it careful-
ly. The trimmer is fueled with a mixture of gasoline
and oil. Indoor or outdoor heat, sunlight or engine
heat may cause flammable gasoline vapors which
pressurize trimmer fuel tank. Observe all the fol-
lowing precautions:

A. Use an approved fuel container for storing the
gasoline/oil mixture.

B. Do not fill tank when engine is hot or running.

C. Do not smoke while handling gasoline.

D. Fill fuel tank outdoors and up to about one-
half inch (13 mm) from the top of the tank,
not into the filler neck.

E. Wipe up any spilled gasoline before starting
the engine.

F. Before transporting trimmer in a vehicle, drain
all gasoline from fuel tank.

G. Store trimmer in a cool, ventilated place.

H. Lay trimmer on a flat surface so fuel does not
contact the gas cap when not operating.

12. Inspect blade prior to each use. Do not use if
cracked, nicked, distorted or damaged in any
way.

WHILE OPERATING

13. Never run the engine in a confined area with-
out adequate ventilation. Exhaust fumes are haz-
ardous and could be deadly.

14. Always be sure of your footing. Keep a firm
hold of the handles with both hands and walk,

never run, during operation. Shut the engine off
before proceeding to the next area of operation.

15. The trimmer is intended to be used as a
means of trimming grassy, weedy and brushy
areas only. DO NOT use the trimmer for such
things as tree pruning or hedge trimming. Do not
use the trimmer for vertical edging. The grass
shield is designed only for horizontal trimming.

16. When using a metal blade cutting attachment,
the blade can be suddenly and uncontrollably
thrust in any direction when blade strikes a solid
object while rotating at high speed. Do not put
hands or feet near or under rotating parts. Keep
all people and animals far away while operating.
Contact with rotating metal blade or thrown debris
will cause severe injury to operator, bystanders
and animals.

17. If the trimmer should start to vibrate abnormal-
ly, stop the engine and check immediately for the
cause. Vibration is generally a warning of trouble.

18. Avoid using the trimmer near rocks, gravel,
stones or other debris which could be picked up
and thrown as personal injury could resulit.

19. If shield becomes clogged, stop engine, wait
until blade completely stops rotating and remove
spark plug before cleaning it out.

20. Use trimmer only in daylight or good artificial
light.

21, Shut off engine and be certain all moving parts
have completely stopped rotating before inverting
trimmer.

22, Never operate trimmer without cutting head
guard in place.

23. Wear a long sleeve or other similar arm pro-
tection to avoid possible contact with hot engine
surfaces.

MAINTENANCE

24. Before servicing or making adjustments to the
machine, stop the engine and pull wire off spark
plug to prevent accidental starting of the engine.

25. Ensure entire machine is in good condition.
Keep all nuts, boits and screws properly tightened.

26. Replace cracked or damaged parts before op-
erating. If major repairs are ever needed or if as-
sistance is desired, contact an Authorized Toro
Service Dealer.

27. To reduce potential fire hazard, keep the en-
gine area free of excessive oil, grass, leaves and
accumulations of dirt.

28. If the engine must be running to perform a
maintenance adjustment, keep hands, feet, clioth-
ing and any part of the body away from any mov-
ing parts. Keep everyone away.
