Before Operating .

Read and understand the contents of this manual
before operating thBower ShovelBecome familiar
with all controls, and know how to stop tRewer
Shovelquickly.

Keep everyone, especially children and pets, away
from the area of operation. Never allow children to
operate th&ower Shovel

Inspect the area thoroughly where you will use the
Power ShovelRemove doormats, sleds, boards, sticks,
wire, and other foreign objects that thewer Shovel

might pick up and throw. Never direct the discharge
toward people. .

Keep all shields and safety devices in place. Repair or
replace any damaged shield, safety device, or illegible
decal. Tighten any loose nuts, bolts, or screws.

Wear adequate winter clothing and rubber boots to
ensure secure footing on slippery surfaces. Do not
wear loose-fitting clothing that can catch in moving .
parts.

Use thePower Shovebn gravel or crushed rock
surfaces only according to the instructions in
Operatingon page 6. .

AWARNING—TO prevent electric shock, use only

a UL-approved extension cord suitable for outdoor use
in cold temperatures (16-gauge minimum). Promptly
replace a damaged extension cord.

To reduce the risk of electric shock, thewer Shovel

has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other)
(Fig. 6) that requires a polarized extension cord. The
appliance plug fits into a polarized extension cord only
one way. If the plug does not fit properly into the
extension cord, reverse the plug. If the plug still does
not fit, obtain a correct polarized extension cord. A
polarized extension cord requires the use of a polarized
wall outlet. This plug fits into the polarized wall outlet
only one way. If the plug does not fit fully into the

wall outlet, reverse the plug. If the plug still does not

fit, contact a qualified electrician to install the proper
wall outlet. Do not change the equipment plug, the
extension cord receptacle, or the extension cord plug
in any way.

To prevent thdower Shovetord from disconnecting
from the extension cord during operation, tie the
extension cord to the lower handle before connecting
to thePower Shovetord; refer to Figure 7.

While Operating

Never operate thBower Shovehear people, pets,
glass enclosures, automobiles, trucks, window wells,
or a drop-off without properly adjusting the snow
discharge angle; refer Operating Tipson page 5.

Avoid accidental starting. Do not insert the key until
after plugging in thé>ower ShovelRemove the key
before carrying th&®ower Shovelvhen plugged in.

If the Power Shovetord is damaged, pull the
extension cord from the wall receptacle and replace
the cord.
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Do not abuse the power cord. Never carryRogver
Shovelby the cord or pull sharply on the cord to
disconnect it from the receptacle. Keep the cord away
from heat, oil, and sharp edges.

Operate thé>ower Shovebnly when there is good
visibility or light. Always maintain secure footing and
balance and keep a firm grip on the hanBle.not use
the Power Shovebn a roof.

Be attentive when using tiower Shoveland stay
alert for holes in the terrain and other hidden hazards.

Stay away from the discharge opening while
operating the Power ShovelKeep face, hands, feet,
and any other part of your body or clothing away from
concealed, moving, or rotating parts.

Clear the snow from slopes by going up and down,
never across the face. Use caution when changing
directions. Never clear snow from steep slopes.

Do not overload th®ower Shoveby clearing snow at
too fast a rate. Let theower Shovetio the work.

If the Power Shovestrikes a solid object or tHeower
Shovelvibrates abnormally, stop thRower Shoveand
wait for all moving parts to stop. Disconnect the
extension cord and check tRewer Shovel

immediately for possible damage, an obstruction, or
loose parts. Vibration is generally a warning of trouble.
Repair any damage before operating Flosver Shovel
again.

If the Power ShoveWill be left unattended, disconnect
the cord from the receptacle and remove the key from
the handle.

Before adjusting, cleaning, repairing, or inspecting the
Power Shovelor before unclogging the discharge
chute, stop th®ower Shoveand wait for all moving
parts to stop. Disconnect the cord from the receptacle
to prevent accidental starting.

Let thePower Shovetun for a few minutes after
clearing the snow so moving parts do not freeze.

Maintaining the Power Shovel

Perform only those maintenance instructions described
in this manual. Disconnect the cord from the
receptacle before performing the maintenance
procedures to prevent the someone from accidentally
starting the motor. If major repairs are needed, contact
your local Authorized Service Dealer or the Toro
Service Center for assistance.

Keep thePower Shovein safe operating condition by
keeping nuts, bolts, and screws tight. Check all
fasteners frequently to ensure they are tight.

Store thePower Shoveindoors when not in use in a
dry, locked-up place out of reach of children.
Disconnect the extension cord from thewer Shovel
before storing. Remove the key from the handle.

At the time of manufacture, tieower Shovel

conformed to and exceeded safety standards in effect
for electric snow movers. Therefore, to ensure the best
performance and safety, purchase only genuine Toro
replacement parts and accessories.

This product is intended for residential household use
only.

Assembling the Upper and
Lower Tubes

1. Remove the shipping wire secured to the upper and
lower tube sections (Fig.1).

2. Slide the adjustable handle onto the lower tube

Preparing the Snowthrower

For safe and efficient use of yoBower Shoveluse only
a UL-listed extension cord recommended for outdoor use.

Your Power Shovehas a polarized plug. This means one
prong in thePower Shovetord is larger than the other
(Fig. 6). When inserting the end of a suitable extension
cord into thePower Shovetord, be sure to insert the
enlarged prong into the wide slot in the extension cord
end. See th&afety Instruction$or additional information.

1. Tie the extension cord to the lower handle of the
control grip (Fig. 7) before connecting it to tRewer
Shovelcord. This helps prevent the cords from
separating during operation.

2. Plug the extension cord into a wall outlet and insert the
key into the hole located on the front side of the
control grip (Fig. 7).

3. Keep the area to be cleared free of stones, toys, or
other foreign objects which the rotor blades may pick
up and throw. Such items could be covered by snowfall
and remain unnoticed. Always keep children and pets
away from the area of operation.



Starting and Stopping

To start thePower Shovelinstall the key and squeeze the
switch bar. To stop, release the switch bar (Fig. 7).

Operating Tips

Start thePower Shoveand tilt it forward until the
scraper blade contacts the ground. PushPtiheer
Shovelforward at a rate of speed comfortable for the

operator yet slow enough to clear path completely. The

width and depth of the snow may determine the speed
of travel.

Direct the snow to the right or the left by holding the
Power Shoveét a slight angle (Fig. 8).

For the most efficient snow removal, throw the snow
downwind, and slightly overlap each swath.

If you need to clear snow from crushed rock or gravel,
push down on the handle to raise the scraper clear of
loose material that the rotor blades could throw.

* Remove the key and disconnect the extension cord
after using thdower ShovelHang thePower Shovel
on a nail from the hole in the rear of the control grip.
Hang the extension cord with tRewer Shoveso it
will not be misplaced or possibly damaged.
