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Preparing for the Kit

No Parts Required

Procedure

1. Place tractor on a flat and level surface, turn off the

engine, remove the ignition key and set the parking
brake ON.

2. Allow engine and muffler to cool before proceeding
with repair.

3. Refer to the Operator’s Manual in the Service section
under Cutting Deck Removal. Remove the cutting
deck from under the tractor.
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4. Tt is not necessary to remove the upper drive belt
from the two idlers or left side spindle pulley on the
deck for this upgrade.

5. Refer to Figure 1 (See backside of this sheet). Relieve
remaining spring loading on the two idlers shown.
This may be accomplished by unhooking the small
diameter spring, “A”, from the rear corner of the
right side pulley/belt cover and removing one of the
bolts from either end of spring “B”.

Procedure

1. Using a 3/4 inch box ot open end wrench and a
9/16 inch socket and ratchet, remove and discard the
112-5833 shoulder bolts, flat washer and lock nuts
securing both idlers to the deck.

2. Refer to Figure 1. Re-assemble each idler using the
new hardware supplied as shown in Figure 1 for the
appropriate idler.
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Note: Using a lithium or silicone base grease, 5. Re-install the deck to the tractot.
lubricate the outside diameter of the 112-6082
spacers before assembly into the idler hubs.

3. Using a 9/16 inch box wrench and a 9/16 inch
socket and ratchet, securely tighten the new idler
mounting hardware.
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This completes this service kit repair.

7. Test deck operation for proper engagement,
disengagement and cutting capability.

4. Re-install springs “A” and “B”, removed in Step 5
above, to their appropriate attachment locations.
