Operate the primer bulb: Push on the primer bulb 3 times at
2 second intervals to provide the extra fuel required to start a
cold engine. Operation of the primer bulb is usually unnecessary
when starting a warm engine.

Operate the engine stop lever: Use one hand to hold the engine
stop lever in the operating position firmly against the handlebar.
To start and operate the engine the engine stop lever must be
held in the operating position. If the engine stop lever is released
the engine will stop.

Operate the engine start - grip : Stand behind the mower and
maintain a firm hold on the handlebar and the engine stop lever
to prevent the mower moving towards you.

To mow without collecting the grass clippings, remove the
grassbag and operate the mower with the rear deflector in its
lowest position.

A CAUTION: PREVENT ACCIDENTS - ALWAYS check the
condition of the rear deflector for signs of damage. Replace
a damaged rear deflector immediately. Never operate the
mower with a damaged rear deflector.

Areas of heavy growth should be mown without grass collection.

How to remove the cutterbar: Drain the fuel by operating the
engine until the fuel tank is empty and the engine stops. Remove
the spark pluglead and allow the engine to cool.

Firmly grip the end of the cutterbar with the gloved hand and
remove the bolt and spring washer securing the cutterbar with a
9/16" A/F spanner.

How to assemble the cutterbar: Assemble the cutterbar with the
turned up edges facing towards the engine. Secure the cutterbar
using the original bolt and washer then tighten to a torque of 54Nm
(40 1bs.ft. ).

How to sharpen and balance the cutterbar: A slightly worn
cutterbar may bere-sharpened. All cutting edges must be sharpened
equallytoensurebalance. Sharpen the cutterbar every 25 mowing
hours or more frequently if conditions require.

Remove the cutterbar from the mowerand clean using a brushand
water. Inspect the cutterbar forsigns of damage.

A DO NOT use a damaged or excessively worn cutterbar.,

Sharpen all the cutting edges with a flat file to restore the original
cuttingedge.

Ensurethat the cutterbar is balanced. Use a screw driver witha round
shaft to support the cutterbar through its centre hole. Hold the
cutterbar horizontal and then release. A balanced cutterbar will
remain horizontal. If the cutterbar is not balanced the heavy end will
rotate downwards. Sharpen the heavy end until the cutterbar is
correctly balanced.
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1.23 PREPARING THE MOWER FOR STORAGE 1.23

Handlebar storage: To lower the handlebar unscrew the 2
securing knobs sufficiently to allow it to be pivoted forwards
to rest against the mower. Take care to ensure that the control
cables do not become snagged at the pivot point and depress
the engine stop lever to prevent it being damaged through
contact with the engine.

Storage for long periods: To ensure your mower is main-
tained in good working order it is important that the following
procedure is adopted when the mower is stored for periods in
excess of one month. Refer to the maintenance section and
engine handbook as necessary.

Drain fuel from the engine by operating the engine until it
stops.

Disconnect the spark plug lead. Change the engine oil.

Remove theengine spark plug and pour 15ml of engine oilinto
the engine cylinder and replace the spark plug. Do not exceed
the stated volume of oil as engine damage may occur on re-
starting. Operate the engine brake lever and slowly pull the
enginestart- grip once to crank the engine. This will distribute
the oil and help prevent engine corrosion.

Clean all areas of the mower and ensure that the grassbag is
clean.

Lubricate the mower.
Treat metal parts with a waterrepellent anti-corrosion product.
Lower the handlebar, if desired.
