5. Keep the area of operation clear of all per-
sons, particularly small children and pets.

7. Keep all shields, safety devices, and decals in
place. If a shield, safety device or decal is defec-
tive, damaged or lost, repair or replace it before
operating the blower.

8. Gasoline is highly flammable; handle it careful-
ly. Fill fuel tank with a mixture of gasoline and oil
before trying to start the engine. Observe all of
the following precautions:

Use an approved fuel container for storing the
gasoline/cil mixture.

Do not fill tank when engine is hot or running.
Do not smoke while handling gasoline.

Fill fuel tank outdoors and up to about 1/4” to
1/2” (6 to 13 mm) from the top of the tank,
not the filler neck. Use funnel or spout to pre-
vent spilling.

Wipe up any spilled gasoline before starting
the engine.

Move at least 10 feet (3 m) away from fueling
point before attempting to start the engine.
Make sure the unit is properly assembled and
in good operating condition.

Refuel outdoors and only when engine is cold. Do not fill tank full. Fill to 1/4” to 1/2” (6 to
13 mm) from top of the tank, not into the filler neck. This space is for expansion of fuel. Use
funnel or spout to prevent spilling. Wipe up any spilled gas before starting engine.

MIX GASOLINE AND OIL (Fig. 4)

1. Approved Mixture—For simplicity and best en-
gine performance, mix the contents of one
8-ounce bottle of Toro 32:1 Two-Cycle Oil with
two gallons of fresh unleaded regular gasoline.
You can also use Toro “Easy Mix” Two-Cycle Oil
(3.2 ounce bottle mixed one per gallons of gaso-
line 40:1 ratio) in this Toro two-cycle engine.
Leaded regular gasoline may be used if unleaded
regular is not available.

Toro Two-Cycle Qil is specially formulated to pro-
vide superior lubrication, make starting easy, and
prolong engine life. If Toro Two-Cycle Oil is not
available, mix two gallons of gasoline and 8
ounces of ancther high grade two-cycle oil that
has the NMMA or BIA-TCW certification printed on
the label.

NEVER USE AUTOMOTIVE OIL (i.e. SAE 30,
10W30 etc.), TWO-CYCLE OIL THAT IS NOT
CERTIFIED NMMA/BIA-TCW OR THE WRONG MIX
RATIO BECAUSE THE ENGINE CAN BE DAM-
AGED, AND IT WOULD NOT BE COVERED BY
THE TORO WARRANTY.

2. Mixing Gasoline and Oil—Pour correct amount
of two-cycle oil into an approved gasoline con-

tainer and ad a half gallon of gasoline. Install cap
on gasoline container and shake the container to

mix oil thoroughly. Remove cap and add remaining
amount of gasoline.

Toro also recommends that Toro Stabilizer/Condi-
tioner be used regularly in all Toro gasoline pow-
ered products during operation and storage sea-
sons. Toro Stabilizer/Conditioner cleans the engine
during operation and prevents gum-like varnish
deposits from forming in the engine during periods
of storage.

IMPORTANT: NEVER USE METHANOL, GASOLINE
CONTAINING METHANOL, GASOHOL CONTAIN-
ING MORE THAN 10% ETHANOL, PREMIUM
GASOLINE, OR WHITE GAS BECAUSE ENGINE

STARTING AND STOPPING INSTRUCTIONS
(Fig. 5)

1. Place biower on a level surface.

2. Move ignition switch to “ON”" position.

3. Raise choke lever to close completely.

4. Squeeze throttle lever to half position and
hold.

5. Pull recoil starter handle out slowly until starter
ratchets are engaged, then pull handle with short,
sharp strokes until engine starts.

Note: When initially starting blower or after an ex-
tended storage period, several pulls may be re-
quired to draw fuel from the tank to carburetor.

6. After engine starts, gradually lower choke le-
ver and return throttie lever to idle position.

WARM ENGINE

1. Move ignition switch to “ON” position.
2. Raise choke lever to close completely.
3. Leave throttle lever in idle position.
4

. Pull recoil starter handle out slowly until starter
ratchets are engaged, then pull handle with short,
sharp strokes until engine starts.

5. After engine starts, gradually lower choke le-
ver.

Always wear safety glasses to protect your
eyes. Because rotating fan blades inside of
blower housing can sever fingers, always keep
at least one straight tube attached to prevent
potential contact with blades.

The air stream comes out of the fan head
nozzle at extremely high speeds when at high
engine speed. Be extremely careful where the
air stream is directed to avoid personal injury
or property damage.

Always wear safety goggles or other suit-
able eye protection and long pants and
shoes while operating blower. Wear a long
sleeve shirt or other similar arm protection
to avoid possible contact with hot muffler
surface. Ear protection must be worn when
operating blower for prolonged periods of
time (over 2-1/2 hours).

1. Allow the engine to warm up for a few minutes
after initial start to make sure engine is up to
proper operating temperature.

2. The engine may be operated at any speed
between an idle of 3000-3200 RPM and full throttle
speed. The speed of the engine, therefore, dic-
tates the velocity of the air out the nozzle, making
the blower a versatile cleaning unit capable of
moving debris where only a gentle breeze is need-
ed to move larger objects that can only be moved
by a high speed blast.

3. Vary engine RPM by operating the throttle le-
ver (Fig. 5). Idle speed, if desired for blowing
leaves from a lawn or flower bed, is achieved by
leaving the throttle elver in the idle position.

Medium to high speed, used to clean grass, wet
leaves, etc. from walks, patios and drives, is
achieved by squeezing the lever midway between
the closed and full throttle positions.

High speed, used to move gravel, dirt, snow,
bottles or cans from driveways, streets, parking
lots or stadiums, is achieved by squeezing the
throttle lever to a fully open position.



OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4. Get in a normal, comfortable position with both
teet firmly positioned before beginning operation.
Survey the area before beginning to enable you to
plan your procedures. If the area is fairly well en-
closed where large amounts of dust may be
thrown into the air, it is advisable to wear a face
filter mask.

5. Avoid directing the nozzle at walls or other
vertical surfaces where debris could ricochet off

and be directed at you or could possibly cause

damage

Never operate blower if air inlet cover or
blower housing is cracked or broken. Replace
damaged parts before operating blower.

MAINTENANCE

To prevent personal injury, use extreme cau-
tion when an adjustment or maintenance pro-
cedure must be performed while the engine
is running. Pull wire off spark plug if engine
does not have to be running while perform-
ing adjustment or maintenance procedures.

SERVICING AIR CLEANER (Fig. 6)

Check and clean the air filter after each use of the
blower to make sure that performance and dura-
pility of the engine will not be affected.

1. Remove screw securing air cleaner cover to
air cleaner body. Remove cover.

2. Carefully remove foam filter from air cleaner
cover.

4. Saturate the filter with SAE 30 oil: then
squeeze it to distribute the oil evenly and to re-
move excess oil. A damp filter is desirable.

5. Reinstall filter and cover and securé with
mounting sSCrew.

ADJUSTING CARBURETOR (Fig. 7)

The carburetor has been adjusted at the factory,
pbut an adjustment may be required to compensate
for difference in fuel, temperature, and altitude.

1. Fuel Adjusting Screw—Screw is set in the
middie of five notches. If adjustment is to0 rich,
turn screw to the right. If adjustment is too lean,
turn screw to the left (Fig. 7). Adjust while engine
is at low speed.

2. Idle Speed Adjusting Screw—Adjust screw to
attain idle speed of 3000-3200 RPM (Fig. 7).

MAINTENANCE

SERVICING MUFFLER (Fig. 8, 9, 10)

If engine speed or power decreases drastically,
inspect and clean muffler and exhaust port of car-
bon deposits to relieve back pressure.

1. Remove two (2) screws securing muffler cover
to blower.

2. Remove two (2) bolts securing muffler and
gasket to blower.

3. Clean any carbon buildup from inside of
muffler.

4. Rotate the engine crankshaft until the piston
totally covers the exhaust port (Fig. 9).

IMPORTANT: Use extreme care when cleaning
exhaust port. Stay clear of the piston so it will
not be damaged. Piston damage can cause early
engine failure.

5. Make sure the muffler gasket is still useable
(replace, if necessary) and install muffler and
muffler cover to blower. Tighten all fasteners se-
curely.

REPLACING SPARK PLUG (Fig. 11)

Use an NGK BM-7A spark plug or equivalent. Cor-
rect air gap is .024-.028" (0.6 - 0.7 mm). Re-
move plug after every 25 operating hours and
check its condition.

1. Stop engine and pull wire off spark plug.

2. Clean around spark plug and remove plug
from cylinder head.



MAINTENANCE

IMPORTANT: Replace a cracked, fouled or dirty
spark plug. Do not sand blast, scrape or clean
electrodes because engine damage could result
from grit entering cylinder.

3. Set air gap at .024" - .028" (0.6 - 0.7 mm}.
Install correctly gapped spark plug and gasket
seal. Tighten plug firmly to 9 ft-Ib (1.2 Kg-m).

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COOLING SYSTEM SERVICE

To avoid overheating and possible engine damage,
visually inspect the cooling air inlet for debris ob-
structing the air passages, muffler, and also the
cooling fins around the cylinder after each use.
Remove any contamination by using a flat piece of
wood shaped so it will pass between the fins.

REPLACING FUEL FILTER (Fig. 12)

After every 25 hours of operation, remove and
replace fuel filter.

1. Drain gasoline from fuel tank. Start engine and
let it run at idle speed until it stops and all fuel is
expended.

2. Remove fuel tank cap. Invert blower and shake
until end of suction hose is accessible or passes
through fuel tank opening.

Alternate Method: Insert a clean wire with a

3. Replace fuel filter and reinstall suction hose
into tank.

3. Squeeze throttle lever and note travel of
throttle valve in carburetor opening. Throttle vaive
should travel to top of carburetor opening when
lever is in full throttle position.

4. To adjust, loosen jam nut on throttle cable and
rotate turnbuckle to increase or decrease travel of
throttle valve.

5. Tighten jam nut and check adjustment.

6. Reinstall air cleaner components to blower.

7. Recheck idle speed and adjust if necessary.
Refer to Adjusting Carburetor.



MAINTENANCE

PREPARING BLOWER FOR STORAGE

1. Drain gasoline from fuel tank. Pull recoil starter
handle a number of times to purge fuel remaining
from carburetor.

2. Remove dirt and grime from external parts of
blower housing and engine. Also clean the cooling
system: refer to Cooling System Service.

3. Clean carbon from internal parts of engine:
refer to Servicing Muffler.

4. Pull wire off spark plug, clean area around
plug so foreign matter cannot fall into cylinder
when plug is removed. Remove plug from cylinder
head and pour one teaspoon (5 mi} of 2 cycle oil
into spark plug hole. Pull recoil starter handle
slowly to distribute oil on inside of cylinder. Rein-
stall spark plug and tighten it to 9 ft-Ibs (1.2

Kg-m). If torque wrench is not used, tighten plug
firmly. DO NOT REINSTALL WIRE ON SPARK PLUG.

5. Check fuel filter; refer to Fuel Filter Service.

6. Clean the air cleaner; refer to Air Cleaner Ser-
vice.

7. Check and tighten all capscrews, screws,
bolts, nuts and mating parts. If any part is dam-
aged, repair or replace it.

8. Touch up all rusted or chipped paint surfaces.
Make sure to sand affected area before painting.

Note: TORO Re-Kote “touch-up” paint is available
from an Authorized Toro Service Dealer. The
spray paint dries in minutes to a glossy, factory
finish.

9. Store blower in a clean, dry place. Cover
blower to protect it and keep it clean.
