To assure optimum performance, and to gain knowledge of the Trimmer, it
is essential that you or any other operator of the Trimmer read and under-
stand the contents of this manual before operating Trimmer. Pay particular
attention to the instructions highlighted by the black safety symbol. Failure
to comply with the safety instructions may result in personal injury,

1. Read and understand Operator’s
Manual before using Trimmer. Be thor-
oughly familiar with proper use of Trim-
mer.

2. Never allow children to operate
Trimmer. It is not a toy. Never allow
adults to operate unit without first read-
ing the Operator’s Manual.

3. Always wear safety glasses or other
suitable eye protection.

4. Keep the area of operation clear of
all persons, particularly small children
and pets.

5. Dress properly — Do not wear loose
clothing or jewelry. They can be caught
in moving parts. Always wear substan-
tial footwear and long pants.

6. Use the right appliance — Do not
use the appliance for any job except
that for which it was intended.

7. Avoid unintentional starting — Do
not carry Trimmer with finger on
switch.

8. Do not force the Trimmer — It will
do the job better and safer at the rate
for which it was designed.

9. Always be sure of your footing;
keep a firm hold on the handles and
walk, never run.

10. Stop the motor whenever you leave
the Trimmer, before cleaning the hous-
ing, and when making any repairs or in-
spections.

11. When not in use, store your Trim-
mer in a dry, cool place out of the reach
of children.

12. Keep all fasteners tight to be sure
Trimmer is in safe working condition.
Follow maintenance instructions pro-
vided on page 7 of this manual.

13. Never operate Trimmer without
proper guards or protective safety de-
vices in place and working.

14. Do not put hands or feet near or
under rotating parts. Keep clear at all
times.

15. If the Trimmer should start to vi-
brate abnormally, stop the motor and
check immediately for the cause. Vibra-
tion is generally a warning of trouble.

16. Do not operate your Trimmer after
it has been dropped or damaged. Return
it to your nearest authorized service
dealer for inspection and repair.

17. Use only identical TORQ replace-
ment parts.
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Assembly Instructions

4 Self Tapping Screws

Tools Needed For Assembly

1 - medium Phillips head screw driver
1 - wide blade flat screw driver

Assembly

1. (Fig. 1) Remove red cover from
power pack case. Insert wide blade
screw driver between black handle and
red cover on both sides as shown and pry
gently outward. Lift cover forward, then
up.

NOTE: Remove and discard shipping
grommet from end of tube.

2. (Fig. 2) First slide the plug end of
the wiring harness, then the tube into
power pack case. See that screw holes
are aligned, and plug enters housing.

3. Secure power pack case to tubing
using the four (4) screws supplied.

4. (Fig. 3) Connect plug in power
pack case with plug from wiring harness
in tube. See that battery terminals are
secure.

5. - Reinstall cover. Set cover on top of
power pack case. Slide front of cover into
notch on power pack case. Align tabs in
cover with slots on side of power pack
case and snap in place by gently pushing
in on rear of cover.




Before Operation

Battery Charging

Your trimmer arrives with a partially
charged battery. |IT SHOULD BE CHAR-
GED FOR 48 HOURS BEFORE ITS
FIRST USE.

NOTE: Maximum running time is ap-
proximately 45 minutes. Your trimmer
may not reach maximum running time
until approximately 5 full charge - dis-
charge cycles.

Fully charge your battery after each use.
Charging time of 48 hours will restore a
discharged battery. (When used less than
45 minutes, charging time should equal
one hour for each one minute of use.)
Do not charge for more than 72 hours
or store the Trimmer with the charger
plugged in.

IMPORTANT: Use only the Toro charger
supplied. Using a different charger may
damage the battery,

1. Insert charger plug into receptacle
located on the bottom rear of power
case.

2. Plug charger into wall outlet. Be
sure outlet is turned on.

NOTE: The Charger may become warm
to the touch. This is normal and does
not indicate a problem.

3. After battery has been properly
charged, remove charger from wall out-
let and then remove charger plug from
Trimmer receptacle.

Cutting Line

NOTE: The cutting line for your Trim-
mer is a special monofilament line. Your
Trimmer comes complete with a 12 foot
supply of this line already wound onto
the spool.

1. To avoid line tangle during shipment
the tip of the monofilimentline has been
taped to the head assembly. The tape
must be removed before operation.

2. After each use, either retaping or
looping the line through the eyelet will
prevent unraveling.

Operating Instructions

ACAUTION: Always wear safety glass-
es or other suitable eye protection and
long pants while operating Trimmer.,

1. Inspect area to be trimmed for any
wire, cord or string like matter which
could become entangled in the rotating
line.

2. Balance the trimmer in one hand
using the U shaped handle. Operate the
trigger release and the switch with the
other hand.

3. To operate the trigger release and
switch, slide the trigger release back with
thumb and depress switch on bottom of
handle. With the switch depressed, you
may let go of the trigger release and the
trimmer will continue to run. The
switch must be depressed in order for
the trimmer to run.

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Tips for Best Trimming Results

ACAUTION: Always wear safety glass-
es or other suitable eye protection and
long pants while operating Trimmer.

1. Your Trimmer will cut grass and
small weeds in difficult and hard to reach
places. However, since this tool provides
a totally new method of cutting, you
will most likely experience some line
breakages during your first few uses.
As you learn the trimming technigues,
you will be able to cut areas around
trees, shrubs, foundation walls, along

fences, sidewalks, patios, etc., with
minimal line fatique or line break-
age.

2. Hold the power pack case parallel
to the ground and the cutting head will

be at the correct angle with the grass to
be trimmed.

Tips for Best Trimming Results (cont.)

3. DO NOT FORCE THE UNIT.
Allow the very tip of the nylon line to
do the cutting (especially along walls).
Cutting with more than the tip will
reduce cutting efficiency and overload
the motor.

The tip of the cutting line will wear
during use and cause a reduction in the
cutting swath. If the line is not advanced
occasionally, it will wear down to the
drum eyelet. When the trimmer is
stopped the line will tend to relax and
may retract into the drum. Should this

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occur, be sure to replace the cutting
line in the proper position before re-
starting the Trimmmer or the line may
tangle around the drum.

4. Grass over 8 inches tall should be
cut by working from the top to the
bottom in small increments to avoid
premature line wear or motor drag.

5. Whenever possible cut to your left.
When cutting to the left, the unit’s cut-
ting efficiency is somewhat better since
the line is contacting the grass as soon as
it leaves the guard, and the clippings are
moving away from the operator.

6. Slowly move the trimmer into and
out of the area being cut, maintaining
Trimmer at desired cutting height. This
can be either a forward-backward or side
to side motion. Maintain top speed for
best cutting.

7. Trim only when grass and weeds
are dry.

8. The life of your cutting line is de-
pendent upon following the above trim-
ming techniques, as well as what is being
cut, and where the cutting is being done.
For example, line will wear faster when
trimming against a foundation wall as
opposed to trimming around a tree.
Some line breakage will occur from
moving unit too fast, from entangle-
ment with foreign matter, from normal
line fatigue, and from attempting to cut
thick, stalky weeds in excess of unit's
capability. As cutting line wears, for best
performance, lengthen as indicated in
Lengthening Cutting Line procedure.

9. Never drag the Trimmer spool cap
on the ground while trimming. This
causes unnecessary battery drain and
spool cap wear.




Lengthening Cutting Line

1. To lengthen line, firmly tap spool
on the ground while the motor con-
tinues to run. The line will be fed from
the spool and cut off to the proper
length by the cutting knife attached to
the shield.

Remember to keep the Trimmer run-
ning while lengthening the line. Just tap

the Trimmer on the ground; do not hold
it on the ground. After the tap and the
line has fed out, wait until you hear the
line being cut to the proper length be-
fore continuing to trim,

NOTE: To prevent line tangle, never tap
more than once at a time.

2. Lengthen line only when line has
been shortened by wear. Unnecessary
lengthening will waste line,

NOTE: The spool cap may wear during
normal use of the line advance feature
and may require occasional replacement.
Spools prewound with 12 feet of cutting
line are available through your Toro
retailer.

ACAUTION: Use only .050"
nylon monofilament cutting line.

Replacing Cutting Line

1. Replacement line or prewound
replacement spools can be purchased
from your local TORO retailer. The
cutting line used by TORO is specially
formulated for use on your trimmer.
Other line may not provide the same
high quality performance.

ACAUTION: Always be sure cutting
head has completely stopped rotating
before inverting it.

2. (Fig. 12} To remove empty spool,

insert widest possible blade screw driver
snugly into one of the two window slots
on the spool hub and twist screw driver
1/4 turn. Spool will snap off.

3. (Fig. 13) To rewind empty spool,
follow these steps:

A, Hook one end of line into groove on
spool allowing no more than 1/4 inch

of line to protrude. Wind line in di-

rection of arrows on spool in level

rows between spool flanges as shown.

B. Do not wind more than 12 feet of
line onto spool. Do not use line
over .060"" diameter.

C. Keep line tight on spool by making
a hook in the line and secure in
groove.

NOTE: Before reassembly, be sure
to thorougly clean out drum area
and visually inspect for any dam-
aged or worn parts.

D. (Fig. 14) The spool and the core are
keyed. Be sure they are properly
aligned when putting spool back on.
Thread end of line through eyelet,
place spool on keyed core and push
in place until you hear it click. Pull
line free from groove in spool. Un-
wind no more than three inches
from spool.

4. (Fig. 15) If line should tangle or
break at eyelet, refeed cutting line
through eyelet by pushing spool in as
far as it will go and threading line back
through eyelet. Or you may remove
spool completely, refeed the line through
the eyelet and reassemble spool to
Trimmer.

General Maintenance

1. Always be sure your Trimmer is
stopped before attempting any mainten-
ence.

2. To keep the exterior clean, just
wipe it off with a damp cloth — never
hose it down.

3. Wipe or scrape clean the drum and
spool area anytime there is an accumu-
lation of dirt or cuttings.
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4. Make sure battery is fully charged
and charger is unplugged from trimmer
before storing.

5. Store trimmer in a cool, dry place.
Do not store trimmer in direct sunlight
or near a furnace. If trimmer must be
stored in a warm area, charge the battery
for 24 hours every 2-3 months,

6. Check and tighten all fasteners. If
any part is damaged, repair or replace it.




Warranty Service

A copy of the Full One Year Warranty covering your Trimmer
is presented below. Should you feel vour Toro Trimmer is
defective and wish to have it repaired or replaced in accordance
with this Full One Year Warranty, please follow the procedure

below:

Return the Trimmer to the dealer who
sold it to you. Remember to have a
copy of your original sales slip or other
evidence of purchase date along with
you. The retailer will inspect the unit,
advise you whether the product is de-
fective, and if so make arrangements for
a replacement Trimmer or appropriate
service.

If your Trimmer is defective and within
warranty period, it will be repaired or
replaced and returned to you postage
paid.

Non-warranty service may be obtained
through an authorized Toro Trimmer
dealer or distributor.
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The Toro Company promises to repair or replace at our option, any
Toro Trimmer used residentially if defective in materials or workman-
ship one year from the date of purchase. The cost of the replacement
unit is included, but the customer is responsible for the return of the
product to the selling dealer. This product is not warranted if used
commercially. This warranty gives you specific rights, and you may
have other rights which vary from country to country.
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
