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FOREWORD

The 1132 Snowthrower is an outstanding product for snow removal. It has advanced concepts in engineer-
ing, design and safety, and if maintained properly, the snowthrower will be reliable.

Since the snowthrower is a high-quality product, Toro is concerned about the future use of the product
and the safety of the user. Therefore, read this entire manual to familiarize yourself with the safety
instructions and product. The five major sections of the manual are:

1. Safety Instructions 3. Preparation Before Starting 5. Maintenance
2. Setting Up Instructions 4. Operating Instructions 6. Accessories

Note that safety, mechanical and some general information in the manual is emphasized. The words
CAUTION, WARNING, DANGER, IMPORTANT and NOTE are used to classify the information.
CAUTION, WARNING and DANGER identify safety related information, IMPORTANT identifies special
mechanical information, and NOTE identifies general information worthy of special attention.

IT help — concerning set-up, operation, maintenance or safety — is ever needed, contact the local Authorized
TORO Service Dealer or Distributor. Refer to the ““Yellow Pages’’ for assistance. In addition to skilled
service technicians, the dealer and distributor have other TORO products, as well as factory-approved
accessories and replacement parts. Keep your Toro all TORQ. Buy genuine TORO replacement parts and
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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

To assure maximum safety,
optimum performance, and
to gain knowledge of the
product, it is essential that
you or any other operator
of the snowthrower read
and understand the con-
tents of this manual before the engine is ever
started. Pay particular attention to the safety
symbol which means CAUTION, WARNING
or DANGER — “‘personal safety instruction”’.
Read and understand the instruction because
it has to do with safety. Failure to comply
with the instruction may result in personal
injury.

The following instructions are comparable to the
Instructions For Safe Snowthrowing adopted by
ANSI — American National Standards Institute
B71.3 - 1975. The snowthrower is designed and
tested to offer reasonably safe service; however,
failure to operate it in accordance with the
following Safety Instructions MAY RESULT IN
PERSONAL INJURY.

BEFORE OPERATING

1. Read and understand the contents of this
manual before starting and operating the machine.
Become familiar with all controls and know how to
stop the engine quickly.

2. Keep everyone, especially children and pets,
away from the area of operation. Never allow
children to operate the snowthrower.

3. Inspect area thoroughly where snowthrower
will be used. Remove door mats, sleds, boards,
sticks, wire and any other foreign objects which
might be picked up and thrown by the snow-
thrower.

4. Keep all shields and safety devices in place.
If a shield, safety device or decal is defective or
damaged, repair or replace it before operation is
commenced. Also, tighten any loose nuts, bolts and
SCrews.

5. Wear adequate winter clothing and footwear
that will improve footing on slippery surfaces. Do
not wear loose fitting clothing that could possibly
get caught in moving parts.

6. Adjust both skids so auger housing clears gravel
or crushed rock surfaces.

7. Before starting the engine, move auger drive
control to DISENGAGE and gear shift lever to N
(neutral).

8. Always use a grounded three wire plug and
cord to start snowthrower equipped with an
electric starter.

9. Fill fuel tank with gasoline before starting the
engine. Avoid spilling any gasoline. Since gasoline
is highly flammable, handle it carefully. DO NOT
SMOKE.

A. Use an approved gasoline container.

B. Fill fuel tank outdoors and only when
engine is not running. Engine must be cool
to prevent a potential fire hazard,

C. Open doors if engine will be run in the
garage because exhaust fumes are dangerous
and could possibly be deadly. Do not run
engine indoors.

D. Wipe up any gasoline that spilled, and in-
stall gasoline container cap and snow-
thrower fuel tank cap securely before
starting the engine.

WHILE OPERATING

10. Keep people and pets a safe distance away from
the snowthrower and area of operation.

11. Allow engine to warm up for about 2 minutes
and machine to adjust to outdoor temperatures
before clearing snow.

12. Do not run engine indoors, except when start-
ing engine. When starting engine indoors, open
outside doors because exhaust gasses are dangerous.

13. Operate the snowthrower only when there is
good visibility or light. Always maintain secure
footing and keep a firm grip on the handles,
especially when operating in reverse.

14. Be attentive when using the snowthrower, and
stay alert for holes in the terrain and other hidden
hazards. Be careful when clearing snow from a
gravel drive because stones could be picked up and
thrown if the skids are not adjusted so auger
housing clears all rocks.

15. STAY BEHIND THE HANDLES AND AWAY
FROM DISCHARGE OPENING WHILE OPERAT-
ING THE SNOWTHROWER. Keep face, hands,
feet and any other part of your body or clothing
away from concealed, moving or rotating parts.

16. Do not make any adjustments while the engine
is running.



SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

17. Never direct discharge of snow or operate
snowthrower near bystanders, glass enclosures,
automobiles and trucks, window wells or a drop-
off without proper adjustment of the snow dis-
charge angle.

18. Clear snow from slopes by going up and down;
never across the face, and use caution when changing
directions. Never clear snow from steep slopes.

19. Do not overload the snowthrower by clearing
snow at too fast a rate.

20. If a solid object is hit or snowthrower vibrates
abnormally, shut engine off and wait for all move-
ment to stop. Pull high tension wire off spark plug
and check snowthrower immediately for possible
damage, an obstruction or loose parts. Vibration is
generally a warning of trouble. Repair any damage
before restarting engine and operating snowthrower
again.

21. Do not touch engine while it is running or soon
after it is stopped because the engine will be hot
enough to cause a burn. Do not add oil or check
oil level in crankcase when engine is running
because this could be a potential hazard.

22. Before leaving the operator’s position — behind
handles — move auger drive control to DIS-
ENGAGE, shift into N (neutral), and rotate ignition
key to OFF. Remove key from switch if snow-
thrower will be left unattended.

23. Check the safety interlock system everytime
snowthrower is used; refer to page 14. If the
interlock system does not operate properly,
have the interlock system repaired immediately by
an Authorized TORO service dealer.

24. Before adjusting, cleaning, repairing and in-
specting the snowthrower, and before unclogging
the discharge chute, shut engine off and wait for
all moving parts to stop. Also, pull high tension
wire off spark plug and keep wire away from the
plug to prevent accidental starting. Use a stick to
remove obstructions.

25. Move auger drive control to DISENGAGE
before transporting or storing the snowthrower.
Never operate snowthrower at high transport
speeds on slippery surfaces. Use care when backing.

26. Let engine run for a few minutes after clearing
snow so moving parts do not freeze.

MAINTAINING SNOWTHROWER

27. Perform only those maintenance instructions
described in this manual. Shut engine off before
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performing any maintenance service or adjustment.
Additionally, pull high tension wire off spark plug
and keep wire away from plugto prevent possibility
of accidental starting. |If major repairs are ever
needed, contact your local Authorized TORO
Service Dealer for assistance.

28. Keep snowthrower in safe operating condition
by keeping nuts, bolts and screws tight. Check
engine mounting bolts frequently to assure they
are tight.

29. Do not overspeed the engine by changing
governor settings. Recommended maximum engine
speed is 3500 rpm. To assure safety and accuracy,
check maximum engine speed (3500 rpm) with a
tachometer.

30. Allow engine to cool before storing snow-
thrower in an enclosure such as a garage or storage
shed, and make sure the snowthrower fuel tank is
empty. Do not store snowthrower near any open
flame or where gasoline fumes may be ignited by a
spark,

31. When storing the snowthrower for an extended
time — off season storage or 30 days — drain gaso-
line from fuel tank to prevent a potential hazard.
Store gasoline in a safety-approved, red, metal
container. Remove key from ignition switch and
keep it in a memorable place.

32. At the time of manufacture, the snowthrower
conformed with and exceeded safety standards in
effect for snowthrowers. Therefore, to assure opti-
mum performance and safety, purchase genuine
TORO replacement parts and accessories to keep
the Toro all TORO. NEVER USE “WILL-FIT"”
REPLACEMENT PARTS AND ACCESSORIES.
The TORO logo assures genuineness.

33. For safety reasons, use only those accessories
and attachments recommended by The Toro
Company to assure continued safety certification
of the product. Using unapproved accessories and
attachments could void the product warranty of
The Toro Company.

SPECIFICATIONS

Briggs and Stratton Engine: Model 252416, four
cycle, air cooled engine with an output of 11 hp
@ 3600 rpm and 16.8 ft-Ib (22.8 N-m) of torque
@ 2400 rpm. Displacement is 24.36 cubic inches
(399 cc). Engine is equipped with manual choke
and remote control throttle. Engine “no load”
operating speed is 3150 to 3500 rpm (Engine
Manufacturers Rating).

Fuel Tank: Tank is made of steel and has an
approximate capacity of four quarts (3.78 1). The
winterized fuel tank cap has a side vent.

Auger: Two section, drum-type auger is made of
heavy gauge steel: welded type construction. Each
auger section has two flights that are 3-1/2 inches,
(89 mm) deep. Approximate diameter of auger is
16 inches (0.406 m). Auger speed is 103 rpm when
engine is running at 3400 rpm.

Auger Housing: The 32 inch (0.81 m) wide auger
housings are 22 inches high (0.56 m). The pivoting
scraper blade has a rotational height of approxi-
mately one inch. By adjusting skids at sides of auger
housing side plates, height of auger housing can
range from 0 to 2 inches (0 to 51 mm) from the
ground.

Auger/Impeller Drive: Drive is a belt-type with idler
pulley, with power transmitted to a worm gear
which drives the auger and impeller; reduction
is 9.00:1.

Impeller: The three blade, 14 inch (0.356 m)
diameter impeller is made of heavy gauge steel,
welded type construction. Impeller speed is 925
rpm when engine is running at 3400 rpm. Blade tip
speed of impeller is 3300 ft/min (16.8 m/sec) when
engine is running at 3400 rpm. When auger drive

control is disengaged, brake mechanism stops
impeller in less than five seconds.

Discharge Chute: Chute is made of heavy gauge
steel and has throat diameter of approximately 7
inches (17.8 cm). Chute angle of rotation from side
to side is 200° and deflector angle of rotation is
60” up and down.

Tires: Pneumatic tires are 4.80/4.00 x 8 (122/102 x
203 mm). Track width from outside of tires is
approximately 26 inches (0.66 m),

Traction Drive Transmission: Friction disc-type
drive with forward speeds of 0.7, 1.4 and 2.2 mph
(1.1, 2.2 and 3.5 km/hr) and reverse speed of 1.4
mph (2.2 km/hr) at engine speed of 3400 rpm.
Wheel clutches transmit power to wheels.

Controls: Mounted on control panel are the throt-
tle, ignition switch, wheel drive control, auger drive
control and two wheel clutches. Chute control rod
is mounted at side of left handle, and interlock
levers are mounted at grip end of handles. Engine
has manual choke and recoil starter,

Handles: Two 1-1/4 inch (32 mm) diameter steel
tubing handles have nickel chrome plating. Handle
grips are on the ends of both handles. Width
between handles is approximately 26 inches(0.66 m)
and the height to top of handle grip is approxi-
mately 35 inches (0.89 m).

Dimensions:
Overall width is approximately 35 inches
(0.89 m). Overall length is approximately 61
inches (1.55 m). Overall height isapproximately
37-1/2 inches (0.95 m).

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SETTING UP INSTRUCTIONS

Note: Stand behind snowthrower and face forward
to determine left and right sides.

INSTALL HANDLES

1. Remove any plastic ties from handles and chute
control rod,

2. Spring handles outward to disengage them from
shipping tabs. Carefully lift complete handle assem-
bly off snowthrower.

3. Position handles against outside of ftraction
unit side plates and secure handles in place with
four hex flange screws (Fig. 1).

Note: The wheel retainer pin can be rerr_noved and
the wheel moved out on the axle to achieve more
clearance (Fig. 1).

INSTALL DISCHARGE CHUTE

1. Rotate retaining ring so teeth and mounting
tabs are in correct position (Fig. 2).

INSTALL THROTTLE CONTROL AND WHEEL

through slot in control panel. Take care not to
damage the wires. Secure throttle control plate in
place with two hex head sems screws and locknuts
(Fig. b). Carefully tap red knob onto throttle lever.

INSTALL AUGER DRIVE CONTROL ROD

bent rod together with clevis pin and cotter pin

CHECK GEAR SHIFT ADJUSTMENT

1. Move gear shift into “third” gear and check
position of lever (Fig. 16). Lever should be in
normal position (Fig. 16). Move shift lever to
“reverse’’ position and release lever. Lever should
return freely to “‘neutral’”” position. If lever func-
tions are incorrect, proceed to step 2 and adjust
the U-shaped pivot bracket securing the shift lever
assembly (Fig. 17).

1. With engine running, shift to reverse and release
the shift lever. The lever should return to neutral.
If it does not, turn the engine off, remove hair pin
cotter, flat washer and clevis pin retaining gear
shift; separate gear shift from U-shaped pivot
bracket and rotate U-shaped bracket counter-
clockwise 1/2 turn away from top of panel (Fig. 17).
Try reverse again. Lower the bracket until the shift
lever will return to neutral (Fig. 19).

2. Remove pipe plug from gear box by placing the
open end of a 3/8" drive socket extension aver
plug and using a 3/8" open end wrench on the
square end of the extension (Fig. 21).

CHECK TIRE PRESSURE

Tires are over-inflated at factory for shipping
purposes. Reduce tire pressure to 20-25 psi (137.8-
172.3 kpa).



PREPARATION BEFORE STARTING

FILL CRANKCASE WITH OIL

The engine is shipped from the factory without oil
in the crankcase. Therefore, before trying to start
engine, oil must be added to the crankcase.

IMPORTANT: Check level of oil every b operating
hours or each time unit is used. Initially, change oil
after the first 2 hours of operation; thereafter,
under normal conditions, change oil after every 25
hours of operation. However, change oil more
frequently when engine is operated in extremely
dirty conditions. If possible, run engine just before
changing oil because warm oil flows better and
carries more contaminants than cold oil.

1. Move unit to a level surface to assure an
accurate oil level reading.

2. Clean the area around the oil filler plug so
foreign matter cannot enter filler hole when plug
is removed.

3. Remove dipstick from crankcase (Fig. 22).

4. Using a clean funnel, slowly pour approximately
48 ounces (1.42 1) of oil into the crankcase filler
hole (Fig. 22). The Briggs & Stratton engine uses
any high quality detergent oil having the American
Petroleum Institute — APl — “‘service classification"
MS, SC, SD or SE. Qil viscosity — weight —must be
selected according to anticipated ambient tempera-
ture. The recommended oils are SAE 5W30 or
5W20, and an acceptable substitute is SAE 10.

FILL FUEL TANK WITH GASOLINE

IMPORTANT: Do not mix oil w/ gasoline because
engine damage and poor performance may result.
Do not use premium gas, gasohol, white gas or
gasoline additives. Either leaded-regular or low-lead
gasoline is acceptable to fill the 4 quart (3.78 1)

fuel tank.
A CAUTION

Because gasoline is flammable, caution must be
used when storing or handling it. Do not fill
fuel tank while engine is running, hot or when
unit is in an enclosed area. Keep away from
open flame and electrical spark, and DO NOT
SMOKE while filling the fuel tank to prevent
the possibility of an explosion. Always fill
fuel tank outside and wipe up any spilled
gasoline before
starting engine.
Use a funnel or
spout to prevent
spilling gasoline,
and fill fuel tank
\ B to about 1/2”
(13 mm) from
the top of the tank, not the filler neck.
Store gasoline in a clean, approved container
and keep the cap in place on the container.
Keep gasoline in a cool, well-ventilated place;
never in the house. To assure volatility, do not
buy more than a 30 day supply of gasoline.
Gasoline is a fuel for internal combustion
engines; therefore, do not use it for any other
purpose. Since many children like the smell of
gasoline, keep it out of their reach because the
fumes are explosive and dangerous to inhale.

1. Using a clean rag and funnel, clean area around
the fuel tank cap. Remove cap from fuel tank and
fill tank to within 1/2 inch (13 mm) from the top
w/lead-free or leaded-regular gasoline. Reinstall
fuel tank cap securely.

To engage
auger and impeller, pull control up slowly until it
stops in an over center position. To disengage auger
and impeller, pull control down.

Interlock Levers (Fig. 24) — One interlock lever
must be compressed against handle grip(s) when
auger or wheel drive control is engaged. The engine
will shut off if both levers are released when auger
or wheel drive control is engaged. This is a safety
feature that reminds the user to disengage auger or
wheel drive control before leaving operator’s posi-
tion behind the handles.

Wheel Clutches (Fig. 24) — Pull both wheel clutches
out to get free-wheeling characteristic. By contrast,
push both clutches in to get direct drive to both
wheels. When one wheel clutch is pushed in and the
other is out, direct drive will be to the wheel that
has clutch pushed in, and the other wheel will be
free-wheeling.

Wheel Drive Control (Fig. 24) — The control has
five positions: N—neutral, R—reverse, 1, 2, and 3.
To change speeds, move gear shift to position de-
sired. Control must be held in R—reverse — when
backing, and when it is released, gear shift auto-
matically returns to neutral. Use positions 1, 2, and
3 depending on snow conditions. Keep interlock
lever compressed when shifting.
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Throttle (Fig. 24) — Move the throttle forward to
increase engine speed. Use only enough engine
speed to throw snow to the place desired.

Discharge Chute Control (Fig. 24) — Rotate dis-
charge chute control clockwise to move discharge
chute to the left and counterclockwise to move
chute to the right.

Choke (Fig. 25) — The choke is on left side of
engine. Push choke down until it stops to get full
choke position for starting a cold engine. As
engine warms up, move choke fully up.

STARTING AND STOPPING INSTRUCTIONS

TO START ENGINE:

IMPORTANT: Check auger and impeller to assure
that both parts are not frozen solid, but free to
rotate. Also, make sure discharge chute is not
obstructed. Frozen parts could cause mechanical
damage.

1. Move auger drive control down to DISENGAGE
(Fig. 24). y
2. Move wheel drive control to N — neutral — and
throttle to fast (Fig. 24).

3. Open fuel shut-off valve (Fig. 23).
4. Move choke down until it stops (Fig. 25).

5. Rotate ignition key to ON (Fig. 24).

6. Grasp recoil starter handle (Fig. 23) and pull
it out slowly until positive engagement results; then
pull vigorously to start the engine. If gasoline
drips out of carburetor while trying to start engine,
engine is choked too much. Therefore, move choke
fully up and pull recoil starter several times to
clear the carburetor and engine.

Note: If engine does not start and temperature is
-10°F (-23°C) or less, rotate needle valve on car-
buretor 1/8 turn counterclockwise (Fig. 44). Re-
peat steps 6 & 7. When engine fires, move choke up
slightly; engine should start.

IMPORTANT: Do not pull recoil rope to its limit
or let go of the starter handle when rope is pulled
out because recoil starter mechanism or rope may
break.

7. After engine starts, regulate choke and throttle
until engine runs smoothly. Allow engine to warm
up before using the snowthrower.

TO STOP ENGINE:

1. In an emergency, rotate key to OFF to stop
engine.

2. To stop engine normally, move wheel drive
control to N — neutral — auger drive control to
DISENGAGE, throttle to SLOW and rotate ignition
key to OFF (Fig. 24).

Note: Always close fuel shut-off valve after engine
is shut off. This prevents fuel from flowing from
the fuel tank and into the carburetor.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

LEFT AND RIGHT WHEEL CLUTCHES

Move the snowthrower to a flat, open area free
of obstructions and other persons. Start the engine,
hold the interlock lever closed, shift the wheel
control into 1 — first gear — and practice using the
left and right wheel clutches.

1. With snowthrower on a flat surface, push the
left or right wheel clutch in (Fig. 26). If clutch
cannot be pushed in, exert pressure on the knob
while moving opposite handle back and forth until
clutch moves down (Fig. ?6). Next, push the other

IMPORTANT: Do not use too much force when
pushing wheel clutches because damage may result.

2. With engine running at idle speed and wheel
drive control in 1 — first gear — alternately push
both wheel clutches down (Fig. 27) to transmit
power to both wheels, MAKE SURE BOTH
WHEEL CLUTCHES ARE FULLY ENGAGED —
PUSHED IN — TO PREVENT ACCIDENTAL
DISENGAGEMENT OF THE WHEELS.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

3. Pull left wheel clutch out fully (Fig. 26).
The snowthrower will turn left because right wheel
is driving and left wheel is free-wheeling., Just
before turn is completed, exert steady pressure on
left wheel clutch until it moves fully toward the
control panel. Both wheels will now drive. Do the
opposite to turn right.

4. In some conditions, a wheel clutch may not be
able to be pulled out — disengaged. |f this happens,
move wheel drive control to N — neutral position;
then pull wheel clutch out.

5. Transport — When moving snowthrower by
pushing it from one place to another, pull both
wheel clutches out so wheels are free to rotate.

CHECKING SAFETY INTERLOCK SYSTEM

The safety interlock system grounds out and stops
the engine through a series of switches (Fig. 28) if
the operator releases both interlock levers at once
before moving wheel drive control to N — neutral —
and auger drive control to DISENGAGE. So, to
keep engine running when wheel drive is in gear or
when auger drive control is ENGAGED, at least
one of the safety interlock levers (Fig. 27) must
be compressed against handle grip. This system also
prevents the operator from starting the engine with
the wheel drive control in gear or auger drive
control engaged.

A DANGER

If interlock system does not operate
properly, have the interlock system re-
paired immediately by an Authorized
TORO Service Dealer. DO NOT TRY
TO DEFEAT THE INTERLOCK

SYSTEM BY DISCONNECTING WIRES

OR SWITCHES, OR IN ANY OTHER
WAY MAKE IT INOPERATIVE. An in-
operative interlock system will allow the
auger and impeller to rotate continuously
when operator’s position is left, and
this situation is HAZARDOUS. Check
the interlock system every time snow-
thrower is used.

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To check interlock system:

1. Push snowthrower outdoors onto a flat, open
area. Start the engine: refer to Starting and Stop-
ping Instructions, page 13.

2. Slowly, move auger drive control to ENGAGE
while both interlock levers are fully released.
Engine should begin to shut off and when it does,
immediately move auger drive control back to
DISENGAGE. If engine begins to shut off, switch
is operating correctly.

3. Slowly, move wheel drive control to 1 — 1st
gear — while both interlock levers are fully re-
leased. Engine should begin to shut off and when
it does, immediately move wheel drive control back
to N — neutral. If engine begins to shut off, switch
is operating correctly.

SNOWTHROWING TIPS

1. When snowthrower is not being used, close fuel
shut-off valve, have wheel drive control in N —
neutral position, auger drive control in DIS-
ENGAGE position, and key removed from the
switch.

2. Remove snow as soon as possible after it falls,
This will produce best snow removal results.

3. If snow will be removed from crushed rock or
gravel areas, adjust skids so bottom of auger
housing clears the rocks: refer to Adjusting Skids,
page 17.

4. For concrete or asphalt surfaces, adjust skids
so there is 1/8 inch (3 mm) between bottom of
auger and concrete or asphalt surface.

5. The snowthrower is designed to clean snow
down to the contact surface, but there are times
when front of snowthrower may tend to ride up.
If this happens, reduce forward speed by shifting
into a lower gear. If front still tends to ride up,
lift up on both handles to hold down front of snow-
thrower or remove skids.

6. Discharge snow downwind whenever possible,
and overlap each swath to assure complete snow
removal. If wheels slip, shift into a lower gear which
reduces forward speed.

7. Normally, chains are not required; however,
tire chains are recommended when the wheels spin
excessively.

8. In some snow and cold weather conditions,
some controls and moving parts may freeze solid.
Therefore, when any control becomes hard to
operate, stop the engine; then check all parts for
freeze up. DO NOT USE EXCESSIVE FORCE AND
TRY TO OPERATE THE CONTROLS WHEN
FROZEN. Free all controls and moving parts
before operating.
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A CAUTION

To prevent accidental starting of the
engine while performing maintenance,

rotate ignition key to off and remove it
from the switch. Next, pull high tension
wire off spark plug (Fig. 29) and make
sure wire does not accidentally touch
the plug.

Do not smoke a
cigar, cigarette, or a pipe when handling
gasoline.

LUBRICATING SNOWTHROWER

Lubricate control linkage and other moving parts
of the snowthrower after every 15 hours of opera-
tion. Lubricate pivot points with same type of oil
that is used in the crankcase.

with a few drops of oil (Fig. 31). Wipe up any
excess oil and grease.

2. Lubricate pivot points of both wheel clutches
with two drops of oil (Fig. 32). Wipe up any excess
oil.

3. Remove four thread forming screws holding
rear shield against traction unit; then slide shield
away from traction unit. Lightly lubricate drive
chains, sprocket bushing, nylon ring, hex shaft, and
the other pivot points with oil or #2 grease (Fig.
33). Wipe up any excess oil or grease. Reinstall
rear shield against traction unit with four thread
forming screws,

IMPORTANT: Do not get oil or grease on rubber
wheel or friction drive plate because the wheel will
slip and the rubber may deteriorate.

CHANGING CRANKCASE OIL

Initially, change oil after the first 2 hours of
engine operation. Thereafter, change oil after every
25 hours of engine operation. If possible, run engine
just before changing oil because warm oil flows
better and carries more contaminants than cold oil.

Note: Drain oil when fuel tank is empty to prevent
spilling gasoline.

1. Pull high tension wire off spark plug.

2. Block up left rear side of snowthrower. Remove
wheel retainer and slide off wheel.

3. Put a two inch block under the right wheel so
snowthrower is tipped slightly to the side. This will
assure that all oil is drained from crankcase.

4. Clean area around oil drain cap. Slide oil drain

pan below drain extension and remove oil drain
cap (Fig. 34).

5. After all oil is drained, install oil drain cap,
mount wheel with retainer and remove blocks from
under unit and wheel.

6. Position snowthrower on a level surface. Fill
crankcase with oil: refer to Fill Crankcase With
Oil, page 11. Wipe up any oil that spilled.

CHANGING AUGER GEAR BOX OIL

Change auger gear box oil once a year. If possible,
run the auger just before changing oil because warm
oil flows better and carries more contaminants than
cold oil.

1. Drain gasoline from fuel tank. Wipe up any
spilled gas.

2. Position snowthrower on a level surface.

3. Clean area around pipe plug so dirt is
removed.

4. Put adrain pan below the pipe plug (Fig. 35) at
front of auger gear box and remove pipe plug: refer
to Check Auger Gear Box Qil, page 10.

Tip snowthrower forward and hold it up until
all oil drains from the gear box.

6. Carefully let snowthrower down to its normal
position. Make sure it is on a level surface. Fill
auger gear box with 3 ounces (0.89 ml) of SAE 90

7. Thread pipe plug back into gear box (Fig. 36).

ADJUSTING SKIDS

When snowthrower will be used on concrete or
asphalt surfaces, adjust skids using steps 1-3.

1. Move snowthrower to a level surface. Loosen
four flange nuts (Fig. 36) securing both skids to
auger side plates until skid can be moved up and
down.

2. Push snowthrower forward so pivoting scraper
blade moves backward.

3. Adjust both skids so there is 1/8-inch (3 mm)
between bottom of auger and level surface. When
skids are adjusted correctly, tighten flange nuts.
Next, check pivoting scraper blade that is mounted
at bottom of auger housing. Scraper must be parallel
with level surface. If scraper is not parallel, adjust
skids again. Do not use step 4 after adjusting skids
for hard surfaces.

4. When using snowthrower on gravel or crushed
rock surfaces, loosen four flange nuts (Fig. 36)
securing both skids to auger side plates. Slide skids
down as far as possible so auger is as far from the
level surface as skid adjustment allows; then
tighten flange nuts.

REPLACING V-BELTS

When traction or auger drive belt becomes worn,
stretched, oil-soaked, or otherwise defective, belt
replacement is required.

1. Pull high tension wire off spark plug.

2. Remove two thread forming screws holding
belt cover in place.

3. Remove two upper flange screws and loosen the
two lower locknuts holding auger housing and
traction unit together (Fig. 37).

4. Remove the defective belt or belts; then in-
stall new belt(s). Make sure auger drive belt is
installed to inside of the belt guide (Fig. 38).
Traction drive belt must be installed against inside
of the idler pulley (Fig. 38).

5. Secure auger housing and traction unit together
by lining up top holes and installing two flange
screws (Fig. 37). Tighten two upper flange screws
and lower locknuts (Fig. 37).

6. Install belt cover with two thread forming
screws.

7. Install high tension lead and test operate unit
to check traction operation. If little or no traction
is evident, proceed to step 8. If adequate traction
is achieved, proceed to operate machine.

8. Remove high tension lead from spark plug and
belt guard. Loosen capscrew and nut securing idler
pulley and slide pulley further against belt (Fig. 38).
Move the pulley only enough to remove belt slack,
so that belt is not over-tensioned.

9. Repeat step 7.

ADJUSTING AUGER DRIVE BELT

If auger slips, which means the auger drive belt is
slipping, an adjustment is required. When a new
belt is installed, an adjustment may also be required.

1. Loosen jam nut from clevis at bottom of auger
drive control rod (Fig. 39). Remove cotter pin and
clevis pin holding clevis to bent rod (Fig. 39).

2. Rotate clevis (Fig. 39) counterclockwise — out
— to increase belt tension, By contrast, rotate clevis
clockwise — in — to decrease belt tension.

Note: When adjusting clevis, always rotate it one
haif — 180° — turn.

3. Connect clevis to belt rod with clevis pin and
cotter pin (Fig. 39). Tighten jam nut against top of
clevis (Fig. 39).

4. Check tension of belt by operating the auger.
If belt still slips, adjust clevis again by repeating
steps 2 and 3.

IMPORTANT: Do not adjust belt too tight because

the belt will wear quickly or possibly cause damage
to the snowthrower.
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If snowthrower does not disengage —
come out of gear — an adjustment is
required.

1. Move wheel drive control to 1 — 1st gear.

2. Disengage back of wheel drive control from
U-shaped pivot bracket by removing hair pin cotter,
flat washer and clevis pin (Fig. 40). Move control
away from U-shaped pivot bracket.

ADJUSTING GROUND SPEED

If ground speed in 1 — 1st gear — is too slow or too
fast, or if it is hard to move wheel drive control
into 3rd gear slot, an adjustment is required.

1. Loosen two capscrews and locknuts holding
swivel bracket against control panel (Fig. 41).

2. To reduce speed in 1 — 1st gear — move swivel
bracket (Fig. 41) to the right. By contrast, move
swivel bracket to the left to increase speed in 1st
gear.
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3. When desired adjustment is obtained, tighten
the two capscrews and locknuts (Fig. 41). Assure
that wires do not get pinched between control
panel and wire guide.

REPLACING SPARK PLUG

Tools Required: 3/4-Inch Spark Plug Socket,
Spark Plug Gapping Tool and Clean Rag

Correct spark plug to use is a Champion RCJ-8 or
Autolite AR7N, and correct air gap is 0.030 of an
inch (0.762 mm). Since air gap between center and
side electrodes of the spark plug increases gradually
during normal engine operation, install a new plug
after every 25 hours of engine operation.

1. Clean area around spark plug so foreign matter
cannot fall into cylinder when plug is removed.

2. Pull high tension wire off spark plug (Fig. 42);
then remove plug from cylinder head.

IMPORTANT: A cracked, fouled, or dirty spark
plug must be replaced. Do not sand blast, scrape, or
clean electrodes using a wire brush because grit
may eventually release from the plug and fall into
the cylinder. The result will likely be engine
damage.

ADJUSTING CARBURETOR
Tools Required: Screwdriver

The carburetor has been adjusted at the factory,
but an adjustment may be required if carburetor
has been disassembled. Do not make unnecessary
carburetor adjustments because factory settings
are correct for most applications.

1. Needle Valve (Fig. 44) — Close needle valve
finger-tight by gently rotating it clockwise.

IMPORTANT: Do not close needle valve too
tight because valve and seat in carburetor will
likely be damaged.

2. Rotate — open — needle valve (Fig. 44) 1-1/2
turns counterclockwise.

3. Idle Valve (Fig. 44) — Close idle valve finger-
tight by gently rotating it clockwise.

IMPORTANT: Do not close idle valve too tight
because valve and seat in carburetor will likely
be damaged.

4. Rotate — open — idle valve (Fig. 44) 1/4 to
3/4 of a turn counterclockwise.

Note: The needle valve and idle valve settings are
approximates; however the settings will allow
engine to be started so carburetor can be fine
tuned — steps 5 - 11.

Engine must be running so final adjust-
ment of the carburetor can be performed.

To guard against possible personal injury,

move auger drive control to DIS-
ENGAGE, and remember to keep hands,
feet, face, and other parts of the body
away from auger, discharge chute, and
any other moving part(s).

5. Start engine and let it warm up for approxi-
mately two to three minutes; then move throttle
to FAST.

6. Rotate needle valve (Fig. 44) clockwise — in —
until engine misses because of a lean gasoline
mixture. Then rotate needle valve counterclockwise
— out — so engine runs unevenly because of a rich
gasoline mixture. Next, rotate needle valve clock-
wise, back to the midpoint between the rich and
lean setting so engine runs smoothly.

7. Move throttle control backward to idle speed.
Rotate idle speed adjusting screw (Fig. 44) until
engine idles fast — 1750 rpm.

8. Rotate idle valve (Fig. 44) clockwise — in —
until engine begins to miss because of a lean
mixture. Then rotate idle valve counterclockwise —
out — until engine runs unevenly because of rich
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mixture. Next, rotate idle valve clockwise, back to
the mid-point between rich and lean setting.

9. Again, rotate idle speed adjusting screw
(Fig. 44) until engine idles at 1750 rpm.

10. Check carburetor adjustment by quickly
moving throttle from idle speed to high speed.
Engine should accelerate without hesitation or
sputtering. If engine does not accelerate properly,
adjust carburetor to a slightly richer mixture.

11. After carburetor is adjusted, shut engine off.

PREPARING SNOWTHROWER FOR STORAGE

1. Drain gasoline from fuel tank. Wipe up any
gasoline that may have spilled.

2. Start the engine and let it run until it stops
because there is no gasoline in the fuel system.
When engine sputters, push choke down so fuel in
carburetor is expended.

3. Remove spark plug from cylinder head. Pour
two teaspoons of SAE 30 engine oil into spark plug
hole in cylinder head. Install spark plug in cylinder
head, but do not install high tension wire on the
plug. Pull recoil starter slowly to distribute oil on
inside of cylinder.

4. Lubricate the snowthrower: refer to Lubri-
cating Snowthrower, page 15.

5. Clean the snowthrower. Touch up chipped
surfaces with paint. Sand affected areas before
painting, and use a rust preventative to prevent
metal parts from rusting.

6. Tighten all screws and nuts. If any part is
damaged, repair or replace it.

7. Store snowthrower in a clean, dry place, and
cover it to give protection.

8. If snowthrower is equipped with the optional
drift breaker storage bar, the snowthrower may be
stored in an upright position. Make sure to drain
gas and oil before tipping snowthrower upright on
auger housing.
